OKC Fair Park Hosts 22 Events in May 
  

 

Oklahoma City, OK – The Oklahoma City Public Schools High School Graduations took place at 
OKC Fair Park May 12 through 14. Ceremonies for U.S. Grant, Southeast, John Marshall, Northwest 
Classen, Classen SAS, and Capitol Hill high schools took place in the Bennett Event Center. 
Seventy-five percent of attendees were local while 25 percent traveled from out-of-town. Attendance 
for all ceremonies combined exceeded 18,000, generating more than $2.03 million in direct spending 
for the Oklahoma City economy. 
 
The Christian Congregation of Jehovah’s Witnesses Regional Convention took place at OKC Fair 
Park May 23 through 25. The religious convention took place in the Bennett Event Center. Fifty 
percent of attendees traveled from out-of-town for the event, while 50 percent were locals. 
Attendance for the event exceeded 12,000, generating more than $1.84 million in direct spending for 
the Oklahoma City economy. 
 
OKC Fair Park hosted a total of 22 events during the month of May. In addition to the above 
mentioned, other events included the Triangle Spring Sale, Claude Hall’s Original OKC Gun Show, 
Red Dirt Rodeo featuring Cowboys of Color, 2 Hip Chicks Roadshow, OSU-OKC 2025 
Commencement, World Warm Up Circuit, Sooner State Bully Showdown, Metro Tech Graduation, 
Practice Day, Fittest Experience Invitational, WCHA Championship Show, Native Movement 
facilitated by Bailee Bruce, Piedmont High School Graduation, Buchanan’s Vintage Flea Market, 
CrossFit Affiliate Gathering, Deer Creek High School Graduation, Mid-Del High Schools Graduations, 
Route 66 Morgan Classic Horse Show, and Santa Fe High School Graduation. In all, there were 
85,304 visitors present during May events held at OKC Fair Park, generating more than $10.98 
million in direct spending for the Oklahoma City economy.
